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Minutes of the Airport Commission Meeting of

CALL TO ORDER:
The regular meeting of the Airport Commission was called to order at 9:00 A.M. in Room
400, City Hall, San Francisco, CA and via teleconference.

DIRECTOR’S REPORT (Discussion Only):
Airport Director Ivar Satero gave an update on the following:

Competitive Selection Process Communications Policy: During solicitations and prior to the
issuance of an RFP, there is a Restricted Communications Period. Item No. 4 on the regu-
lar calendar is subject to this policy. It begins when the RFP/RFQ or advertisement of bids
is published and ends when the Commission awards the contract or otherwise terminates
the competitive process.

Report on other recent San Francisco International Airport activities, events, and an-
nouncements: Director Satero updated the Commission on the progress of the Delta
Tango Runway project, which continues as scheduled with a July 1, 2024 completion date
despite recent weather impacts, which were built into the schedule. The Airport continues
to work with the airlines and the FAA on reduced schedules to avoid extreme delays,
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particularly during the busy May-June timeframe.

Commissioner Natoli noted appreciation for the update and asked about the engi-
neers estimate on the acoustical ceiling tiles being significantly higher than the pro-
posed cost. Ms. Luquin responded that the cost models are based on market condi-
tions, but Turner has worked to find cost savings/efficiencies and this projection was
over. The Airport’s project model allows for these corrections.

Leroy Sisneros, Director of Facilities presented this item.

Commissioner Almanza asked what processes are currently in place to similar is-
sues moving forward. Mr. Sisneros clarified that there are now multiple approvals
required for change orders with Division Chiefs ultimately approving any changes.

President Yeung asked if the reduced scope of work and retroactive task orders will
correct irregularities and how we’ve ensured the Airport is paying for work that was
completed and allowable in the contract. He asked Staff to provide an analysis of ad-
ditional cost this has caused for future work. Julie Veit, Airport General Counsel
responded that the retroactive task orders have been partially paid and will be cor-
rected in this proposed Modification No. 5 and explained that the $4.5 million to
aligning the change orders is included in the $8.3 million total being requested.

There were no further questions from the Commissioners and no public comment.
