2.	 Approval of Intergovernmental Agreement with San Mateo County Regarding 
Reimbursement for Dispatched Calls to the Airport in an Amount Not to Exceed $1 
Million for Five Years, and Sharing of Hotel Transient Occupancy Tax

mental agreement with San Mateo County regarding 
(1) reimbursement for dispatched calls to the Airport 
in an amount not to exceed $1 million for five years, 
and (2) sharing the Hotel Transient Occupancy Tax 
levied at the Airport’s Hotel. 

Mr. Leo Fermin, Chief Business & Finance Officer said this agreement addresses 
two matters. First, from this year onward, the Airport will reimburse San Mateo 
County for the Airport’s share of dispatch and emergency calls to the Airport by the 
County’s Public Safety Communications Dispatch Center.  The Airport’s share of 
costs was approximately $160,000 last year, so we have budgeted $200,000 
annually for the next five years. Second, we have reached an agreement with the 
County Manager’s Office for us to share 50% of the Room Tax collected each year 
at our Grand Hyatt Hotel until we receive a cumulative total of $8 million. These 
monies will be used to help fund the hotel’s operating expenses as needed and 
reserve funds as well as necessary, and will help us make the hotel financially 
successful. The County Manager will place this agreement before their Board of 
Supervisors for their approval either at the end of this month or early next month. 
We will also send this to the San Francisco Board of Supervisors for their approval.

Procedures 

Mr. Jeff Littlefield, Deputy Director, Operations and Security, said that Airport staff 
periodically review and amendment the Airport Rules and Regulations to make 
sure that they are properly aligned with the needs of our Airport community.  In 
order to remain current, we are proposing amendments to Rules 3, 4, 5, 9 and 14. 
These amendments are straightforward and address pedestrian roadway safety, 
operating efficiencies within the terminals, enhanced GSE accountability 
measures, drone or unmanned aircraft restrictions, protections for Airport assets, 
particularly infrastructure and mapping, and an increase in parking and pedestrian 
fines for consistency with San Mateo County. These amendments allow us to 
address ever-changing operational needs and insure that we fulfill our mission of 
providing an exceptional Airport in service to our communities. 

We will continue to periodically refine these rules and regulations so that they 
remain applicable.
