Mr. Jeff Littlefield, Deputy Director, Operations & Security said that in October
2014, this Commission adopted a number of changes to the Airport’'s Rules and
Regulations to ensure safe, secure, and efficient operations at SFO. In order to
remain current, periodic revisions are necessary to match changes in our
operational environment, safety and security conditions, and to provide staff with
the appropriate authority and guidance to carry out proper oversight of the Airport.
The proposed Amendments will update the Airport’s Rules and Regulations to
incorporate some of the following:

Airport Operations Bulletins (AOBs) that have been issued over the last year.
We’'re going to add safety requirements for Airfield Vehicle Operations. We're
going to increase fines for Foreign Object Debris (FOD) which impacts
housekeeping and aircraft safety. Updates to Water Conservation and Aircraft
Noise programs. In addition, we reformatted and consolidated the Commercial
Ground Transportation sections for consistency.

The Airport remains confident that these revisions are appropriate and in the very
best interest of employees, employers, and the Airport community as a whole, as
well as supports our vision, core values, and culture of safety at SFO. | therefore
recommend adoption of the proposed Amendments to Sections 3 thru 8, Sections,
10, 11, and 14 of the Airport’s Rules and Regulations

Commissioner Crayton ... | want to applaud you on this. There is so much here, |
thought I'd never finish reading it. Some of it was, as | told the Director, very plain
in terms of, for example, people who drive a car must have a driver’s license. But |
guess, as our esteemed lawyer said to me, we just want to make it clear. |do
thank you for the clarity and | feel like we are safe at this particular point in time.
Thank you very much for your hard work.

Mr. Littlefield ... There’s just one item | want to clarify in the summary of changes
section that was submitted. Section 4.8E should actually be 4.8D and there were
no substantive changes or additional requirements, its just the E versus.

Commissioner Crayton ... what about the requirement to secure all items in and
around vehicles.

Mr. Littlefield said it has to do with fueling. It was a revision that consolidated, and
we inadvertently put the E in when it should read 4.8D.

Mr Mark Gruberg, San Francisco Taxi Alliance ... Congratulations on your

election. | just want to point out that these changes that are being made to the
Ground Transportation Motor Vehicle rules ... there’s not much substantive
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difference, but it takes a different approach and takes out of the Rules and
Regulations any specific reference to limousines or the TNCs and includes them
in the general category of rules that all ground transportation has to follow. But
there are specific rules that taxi cabs have to follow and then there are a slew of
rules that taxi cabs have to follow under the City’s Transportation Code, whereas
all the rules and regulations that apply to these other forms of transportation are
basically taken out of the rules and they are basically asked to comply with permit
conditions. So, if you want to find out what they really have to do, you have to go
to the permits, which is a much more arcane. There must be thousands of permits
issued by the Airport for limousine companies, limousine operators and so forth,
not to mention the different TNCs. It just seems to make the whole process unfair
to taxicabs. We have a bunch of rules that are readily available to the public, but
TNC rules are buried deep within permits.

Mr. Gregory Brown, International Association of Machinists and Aerospace ... |
would like to address E5, Aircraft Operations. The Airport currently has
guidelines requiring jetways to be driven with a guide down below directing the
employee where to go. It's a safety issue. It prevents damage to the aircraft, to
the jetway, and to anyone onboard the aircraft, depending how hard you hit the
aircraft. At United Airlines the jetways are always guided off. We watch out a
window for hand signals from the jetway guide. The very first page of Airport
Operations Bulletin No. 2, lists the guide person’s responsibility. Must be in full
view of and in communication with the operator using visual signals or via radio
communications, but there are no radios on the jetways. The guide person shall
be in a physical location to observe the bridges travel assistant providing
direction, enforce a safety zone around the bridge, and advise the operator when
it's safe to move the bridge. None of this is currently done at United. I've brought
it to United’s attention but they just don’t feel like they have to comply with this. It
is a safety issue. We've had aircraft damaged and if we had a guide it would not
have occurred. | went on vacation two weeks ago and | took a video showing the
aircraft coming in and going out. No one was guiding the aircraft. | also did it
twice during the summer and once last spring, each time showing there was no
one guiding the aircraft. It's important to do this because it will prevent accidents
at the Airport, which is the most important thing. It's for passenger safety, it's for
the safety of the person on the jetway, and damages. You could put a jetway out
of order and, of course, an aircraft out of order.

We do have records, and we are trained, but we’re not trained on how to drive
onto the jetway with a guide. | actually talked to the Airport trainers who do the
training for the jet bridges and they don’t even know anything about it, about
guiding aircraft. They do have re-training records but of course, they don’t show
that you drive down the aircraft because that’s not one of the criteria. We don’t
have cameras on our jetways. We do have cameras inside but not outside to
guide them. Airport guidelines say you must have a driver. The guidelines also
say that jetways shall be left clean ... jetways are to be cleaned each time a plane
leaves, but that doesn’t happen very often either. It presents a bad image to the
public. I'm very concerned because I've driven those jetways and it's important
because | can’t see how close | am to that aircraft. When | get to a certain point,
I’'m blind to it. | need that guide outside telling me how close | am. Pilots need to
know how close we are with that aircraft.
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Commissioner Crayton asked how long has this been going on. Who have you
brought it up to?

Mr. Brown replied | brought it up to United Airlines several times. | ran into Jeff a
couple of times and talked to him about it. Shelley and | had a meeting with Jeff
and Ralf Ruckelshausen and this is one of the issues we brought up. United told
me that they own most of the jetways so they aren’t covered by that policy. But
United doesn’t own them all, and the policy isn’t practiced on any of the jetways.
The ones | filmed are the ones that are owned by the Airport. No matter how they
want to cut it, they’re not following it.

Commissioner Johns ... who is responsible for compliance? Is it our issue once
it's brought to our attention, or is it still the issue of the airlines themselves?

Mr. John Matrtin, Airport Director replied it's an enforcement issue for Airfield
Safety staff. We’ll meet with United and any other airline on this. We want to fully
enforce all of our Rules and Regulations.

Commissioner Guggenhime ... in most parts of life, if you don’t comply with the
Rules and Regulations you don’t operate. | understand how big an airline United
is, but if this is a rule and regulation and you think it's important to enforce it, we
ought to enforce it.

Mr. Martin ... yes.

Commissioner Johns ... is the issue that there needs to be another United
employee, or is there someone on the field who can assume that responsibility
once trained?

Mr. Brown said if you were to observe a plane going in or out, there are people on
the field, but they leave immediately. They guide the pilot in, tell him when to stop,
they chalk the wheels, walk back and start doing other things. Four people meet
that plane. They have wing walkers and everything else. They work for United
Airlines. Sometimes the guy who guided the plane in just sits around twiddling his
thumbs ... he’s in the right position to do it.

Commissioner Johns ... that's my question, it's just a matter of a management
change to make sure that it's the responsibility of one of the workers on site.

Mr. Martin said it doesn’t take much. We've really cracked down on the airlines
the last couple of years to have two wing walkers because some of them were
doing short cuts with one wing walker. It's really unsafe. We've got all of our
carriers following that now. We’ll follow through and get this one done.

Commissioner Guggenhime ... that’s if you know who to deal with at United.

F. DIRECTOR’'S REPORTS:
3. Local, Small and Disadvantaged Business Participation in the Airport’'s
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Concessions Program - Oral Report

Ms. Cheryl Nashir, Associate Deputy Director, Revenue Development and
Management, said with a large number of leases expiring over the next three
years and the opportunities that presents, both in terms of SFO refining the way it
does business and for the concessions community, I'm here to let you know
where we stand with small and local business participation in SFO’s Concessions
Program. The data that I'm about to present is for food/beverage and retail only
during FY 2014/2015 and does not include the entire concessions portfolio, which
includes foreign currency, ATMs and advertising. During the fiscal year, we had
118 leases in place. Seventy-four of those leases had owners head quartered in
the Bay Area, and San Francisco specifically. Sales followed almost identically.
Seventy-one percent of the food/beverage and retail sales, equating to $225
million were earned by Bay Area owners. Our small and local business owners
are more heavily represented on the food and beverage side than the retail side.
Among food and beverage business lease holders, 69% of the owners were small
businesses at lease commencement. Those small business owners generated
56%, or $114 million in total sales during the fiscal year. It's good that these two
statistics closely align. The last six food and beverage awards have all gone to
small and local businesses. Among them are K-Delight, Fraiche Yogurt, Marina’s
Café, Three Twins, SF Uncork’d, and Green Beans Coffee.

As for retail, 35% of those leases are with small businesses and they captured
19% of retail sales during the fiscal year. In aggregate, it could be said that 52%
of our food/beverage and retail leases are awarded to small businesses, far
exceeding our expectations. Without specific requirements or mandates, SFO
has had great success in attracting small business. A quick look at the ethnicity of
our concessions business owners shows sales generated in descending order:
35% Caucasian, 19% Hispanic, 16% Unidentifiable (these are sales generated by
companies that are owned by equity firms or a non-profit such as SFMOMA), 13%
Asian, 9% African American, and 8% Middle Eastern. There are a number of ways
in which we attract small businesses. The two most significant is our practice of
direct leasing, and the other is our focus of doing business locally. By utilizing a
direct leasing model, the leases are smaller and have lower minimum
qualifications. There’s more of them and they are less attractive to the large
national and international airport concessionaires. During all leasing, even those
leases that are large are from multiple spaces and we make it crystal clear at
every point we can that some form of local participation is important. More than
anything, it's through this focus on local that allows us to achieve a high level of
business with small businesses.

We visit local neighborhoods in search of restaurants and stores we think would
translate well at the Airport. For example, during our latest leasing effort in the
International Terminal Food and Beverage Program, we conducted 81 site visits in
the months leading up to that RFP being issued. Those site visits ranged from
dropping off business cards, to sitting down with the business owners and talking
them through the process, and inviting them in. Over 200 people attended our
informational conference for that particular leasing effort. We coach anyone who
wants it on how to do business with us. We bring them in and walk them through
an RFP page by page .... this is how you read this, here’s what a draft lease looks
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like, we talk through the nuances about operating at the Airport, we show them
winning proposals just to help them prepare for putting one together, we share
sales data and we take them on tours. It's the most gratifying part of our job.

In 2016, we will issue RFPs for around 15 leases. In 2017 and 2018, we’ll have
another 30 or 40 leases coming up, mostly related to Terminal 1. In anticipation
of this, and with new energy around attracting more small business, we're
presently revamping our RFP document. We’re paring it down in an effort to lower
the cost and complexity of proposing. We recently updated our mailing list. In
January we’ll co-host an event with Design & Construction and the Small
Business Affairs Office on how to do business at the Airport, and we’ll have more
and more of those. We're looking at everything we publish, from press releases to
advertising, to ensure our messaging is clear and that we're very interested in
doing business with local business owners and small businesses. We also
introduce our guests to new operators at the Airport.

Commissioner Crayton ... how did you do your outreach?

Ms. Nashir said that the most prevalent way is that we just fan out in the City, on
the Peninsula, East Bay, North Bay.

Commissioner Crayton ... can you give me names of organizations
Ms. Nashir said we visit restaurants and stores.

Commissioner Crayton ... do you go to any of the ethnic chambers or small
business administration offices? Do we look at any of those kind of agencies?

Ms. Nashir replied we send them press releases; we’ve not visited them directly.
Commissioner Crayton said no ethnic chambers either?

Ms. Nashir ... correct.

Mr. Martin said they’re on the press release list.

Commissioner Crayton ... let me be clear and thank you for this report. This is an
area that | am so concerned about and | am so displeased. | want to say that to
you because I'm being attacked all the time and I've shared this with the Director.
He’s put together a wonderful program where everyone is being invited to come
to learn of the opportunities at Airport opportunities. It's not a personal issue
because you can always improve. | want to make certain that we do all that we
can to reach out to these organizations, work with them, even on interpretation,
but our staff needs to understand it. “Oh | don’t know” is the kind of comment |
get from people when they say they’ve called and were told “Well, I'm really not
sure about this” or whatever it is. Whatever training needs to be done, should be
done. We have so many wonderful opportunities at the Airport. We employ a lot
of people, there are a lot of concessions. I've never seen what happens at the
Airport, but for the most part, I'm satisfied in all those areas. But this is an area
where we can have improvement and we need to do it in a manner where people
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get excited about it. | know you're just giving a report, | want you to be excited
about it. 1 don’'t want to go to sleep. What we want to do is to reach out, make
sure that people understand, check back, and do all of those things. | think that a
forum has been set up for January and that will answer some of those questions.
But we can do more. | want us to advertise in minority newspapers. We can list all
of that so that when | get calls | can say the MBEs had it, National MBE Network,
whatever we need to do, let’'s do it so that they can say we’ve always stood for
diversity here. We’ve always stood for working with those communities, local
business, etc. to make sure that they have an opportunity to work at the Airport.

You looked at people who actually purchased some of the goods and identified
them by ethnicity. For International Terminal sales | was surprised by the amount
indicated for the Asian community because | know they’re heavy buyers. I've
been in that area and I've seen them purchasing a lot of items. | don’t know what
their reporting mechanism is, but I'm surprised by it not being higher than it was.

Mr. Martin said it's the ethnicity of the owners of the facilities rather than the
customer. It happens that Ralph Glenn and PGC, which is Latino-owned, have
the two biggest retail operations under Duty Free in the International Terminal.

Commissioner Johns ... when you talk about reaching out to the Chambers, etc.,
are you talking just San Francisco or are you talking Bay Area?

Commissioner Crayton ... I'm talking about the Bay Area. | attend a lot of events
and many people tell me that they don’t have that information. In the past |
verified that I've seen it. I'm out and about all the time, and that’s one of the
things that | do know that went out. If we had regular communication with the
ethnic print media, then we certainly can make sure that everybody is covered in
that area, and putting something out regarding that process and making sure that
the Chambers get the notification also. | believe that there is an exhaustive list,
so | know we have that information. Certainly when Sandra was here all that went
out. We really want to follow up on that and | want the City to feel like we're doing
it. 1 don’t want to say that Sandra is gone and these people won’t continue it. |
want to make sure it's continued, that people know what we’re doing and how to
work with people to make sure that they have an opportunity at the Airport.

Commissioner Johns said ... as you were making your comments | was thinking
that we do have a good record, but | think we need to make sure that we're
constantly refreshing our procedures. We need to make sure that our mailing,
phone and email lists are up to date and that we're constantly reaching out. |
think we accept the fact that this is a changing communicative society and we
need to reach out and make sure we're not just sitting back and repeating what
we’ve done; that we're taking positive steps and making corrections moving
forward and making that purple larger.

Ms. Nashir ... absolutely. We will focus very heavily on that in our next round of
leasing which is going to start immediately.

Commissioner Crayton ... very good. Thank you.
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Commissioner Johns ... when you say you reach out, that’s not an easy thing to
do to make sure you're encompassing lots of neighborhoods, even if you just take
San Francisco. So many neighborhoods have really fine, small businesses,
sandwich shops, etc. that it's hard to keep up. | think it takes an extra effort to do
that and make sure you're getting the word out.

Ms. Nashir ... most definitely.

Commissioner Mazzola said thank you for your report.

This action constitutes the Approval Action for the
Perimeter Intrusion Detection System Project
pursuant to Section 31.04(h) of the San Francisco
Administrative Code.

Mr. Geoff Neumayr, Deputy Director, Design & Construction said this item
approves a determination to proceed with the Perimeter Intrusion Detection
Project and authorizes issuance of a Request for Qualifications for design build
services for the Airport’s Security Infrastructure Program. The Airport has recently
completed a security implementation master plan that provides a comprehensive
assessment of the Airport’s existing infrastructure along with prioritized
recommendations for implementation in the near term to address security areas in
need of improvement. The scope of the Airport’s Security Infrastructure Program
will provide for the implementation of these recommendations included within the
Security Master Plan. The three major program areas will include improvements
to the internet protocol camera coverage which will upgrade cameras and install
new cameras in needed areas; an upgrade to the Access Control System which
will include decommissioning of the remaining MDI systems throughout the Airport
and replace them with the Lenel On Guard Access Control system. The Lenel
system has been installed in recently completed facility projects, including
Terminal 2, Boarding Area E, the new Tower, Terminal 3 East,
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and the West Cargo facility. The scope of work will include the Perimeter
Intrusion Detection System that will enhance perimeter intrusion detection along
the waterfront, fence lines, cargo areas, and other facilities by providing a state of
the art perimeter detection system.

The San Francisco Planning Department Environmental Planning division has
determined that the Perimeter Intrusion Detection Project is exempt from review
under the California Environmental Quality Act as a Class 1 and 3 categorical
exemption. The proposed resolution authorizes the Director to advertise this
contract in accordance with the new requirements of the San Francisco
Administrative Code. The proposed contract duration is 35 months with an
estimated cost of $110 million. The RFQ will contain minimum qualifications to
assure appropriate technical skill sets given the size and complexity of the project.
As of July 1%, the San Francisco Administrative Code requires a written
explanation for contracts that would provide a local business enterprise sub-
contracting participation requirement of less than 20%. This written explanation is
also required to be posted online as soon as practical. Due to the highly
specialized scope of the security work, CMD has approved an 18% LBE sub-
contract participation goal for design services and an 11% LBE sub-contracting
participation goal for construction services. The Airport will, as required, post the
explanation for the goals being less than 20%. Staff is proposing that the
selection process allow the Airport to consider other key elements of the
proposer’s qualifications, including an LBE participation plan, a commitment to
exceed the City’s LBE patrticipation requirements, construction safety initiatives,
strategies for scheduled expediency, and designer’s qualifications.
